BTT Students - Frequently asked questions
· What is a BTT student’s average working day?

· Students will be collected by MT from the Main Site at a time specified by their instructors, to commence training at 08:00 each working day.  Apart from days where PT is scheduled, students will generally cease work at 16:30. 

· How often do we have Physical Training (PT)?

· PT is scheduled 3 times a week during phase 2 training.  All students are required to attend 70% of all PT sessions in order to pass BTT.  Unless otherwise instructed, issued PT kit is to be worn during all PT sessions.
· How often do students have kit inspections?

· Uniform inspections are carried out twice a week; additional inspections may be carried out at the discretion of SNCO BTT or the course instructors.

· What uniform is worn on a daily basis?

· Normal working dress is No2 uniform, long sleeved shirt and tie.  Should students be required to bring items into work, they must be carried in their issued holdall or rucksack.  All bags are to be clearly labelled with the bag tags provided on arrival. Students will be required to wear CS 95 uniform (camouflage clothing) for such activities as force development and low ropes.

· How many exams do we have during BTT?

· There are 9 assessments during the BTT course.
· What facilities are there on camp?

· RAF Boulmer has a fully equipped gymnasium, Sports hall, Sports bar, Squash courts, Football Pitch, Education Centre and Library.

· Is it pay as you dine at RAF Boulmer?

· RAF Boulmer is not currently pay as you dine, however, this is due to be introduced in 2012.

· Where are the students accommodated during training?

· Students are accommodated in 4-man rooms for the majority of their training; however they may be moved to single-man rooms depending on availability.  Male and female students are segregated and do not share rooms.  Cupboards are available for stowage of kit and personal belongings; it is suggested that trainees use a padlock for security purposes.
· Do students work over the weekend?

· Most weekends are free for students; however, this is at the discretion of the course instructors.  Weekends may be utilised for further training as well as supplementary duties. If students do wish to go home for the weekend, they must inform their Course supervisor of their address and contact telephone number.
· What are the welfare facilities like?

· There are extensive welfare facilities at RAF Boulmer, all focussed on providing support and guidance to permanent staff and students alike.  Provision is in place to allow students same day access to the Padre, SSAFA or E&D representatives should a welfare issue occur.
· What are our potential first postings?

· Having successfully passed BTT, students will posted to one of these 4 units:
·   RAF Boulmer (Alnwick)       - CRC or School of Aerospace Battle Management
·   RAF Scampton (Lincoln)
 - CRC

·   Kirton-In-Lyndsey (Lincoln) - 1 Air Control Centre 
Whilst graduates preferences and requirements will be taken into consideration, in line with all RAF personnel service needs will always take priority over posting preference.

· What is the night-life like at RAF Boulmer?

· RAF Boulmer has a lively social scene, revolved around the sports bar known as ‘Dukes’.  The Dukes sports bar has a drink and food bar, pool tables, snooker table and televisions.  The entertainment committee regularly organise functions which are held at the Dukes club; recent examples include a quiz, karaoke and band nights.
· Where is the nearest shop to RAF Boulmer?

· There is a small village approximately 1 mile from the Admin site with a Spar shop and post office.  Currently the Spar shop is open 0800 – 2100 7 days a week.
· Where is the nearest train station?

· Alnmouth train station is 21/2 miles from the Main Site of RAF Boulmer.  
· What is the closest Airport?

· Newcastle International Airport is 40 miles away.
· What is the nearest town or city?

· Alnwick town is 5 miles from RAF Boulmer.  A picturesque market town, it also has many shops such as Sainsburys, WH Smith, Argos and Homebase.  There are several banks as well as a variety of restaurants and public houses.
· What personal items can be brought?

· There is no limit on what you are allowed to bring, however, during inspections, all items are to be locked away inside cupboards, and therefore, larger items may not be advisable whilst on phase 2 training.
· Do we get any leave during BTT?

· All students will be entitled to one week of leave, taken from your leave entitlement, which is planned into the course schedule.  The dates of your leave will be briefed to you on arrival at RAF Boulmer.
· What happens if a student fails BTT?

· If a student fails BTT, a review board will sit and determine the individual’s future. There are several options available to the review board:

1) Module re-course

2) Further re-sit, in exceptional circumstances, on a case-by-case basis.
3) Return to ACOS manning for re-selection.

4) Return to ACOS manning for discharge.
· Are there internet facilities on camp (wi-fi etc)

· There are internet facilities within the Station Education Centre.  RAF Boulmer is looking to introduce wi-fi in the near future.
· Are students allowed off-camp?

· Following the working day, students are allowed to leave the domestic site.  They are to sign-in, and out, of the guard room; failure to do so is a breach of student conduct orders.  Under 18s are to have a letter signed by their parents stating that they have permission to leave the domestic site.

· Do we have to drink alcohol a certain distance from camp?

· There are no limits on where over-18 year-old students are allowed to consume alcohol.  It is however advised that students and instructors do not socialise after working hours.
· What civilian qualifications are available to me in this trade?

· During the BTT course, you will be given the opportunity to undertake an NVQ in Information Technology User Level 2 Diploma.  Throughout your career with the RAF there will be many opportunities for you to gain a variety of further qualificatipons.
